Kungur Machine-Building Plant.
The history of the creation of the Kungur Machine-Building Plant dates back to the 19th century,
when in 1877 the production of equipment for tanneries, agricultural products and other
industrial products was established on the basis of the training workshops of the Kungursky
Gubkinsky Technical School. In 1931, the workshops were transformed into a school-factory for
training workers for the Ural Machine-Building Plant. In 1933, the training center became an
independent enterprise for the production of excavators.
A significant milestone in the history of the enterprise was the participation in 1958 at the World
Industrial Exhibition in Brussels, and in September of that year, the URB-3AM installation was
awarded a diploma at the International Exhibition in Damascus. Much attention was paid to new
technology - in April 1959, a special design engineering bureau and an experimental production
site were formed under it.
A special place among the company's products is occupied by hydraulic downhole motors. In the
1990s their development went along the path of expanding the range and increasing the share in
the total production of downhole screw motors. A wide range of downhole hydraulic motors,
including screw downhole motors and turbodrills, are currently developed and manufactured.
Unfortunately now this huge city-forming enterprise is closed, the plant has lost its uniqueness
and competitiveness.

The basis of scientific and technical progress of today is new informational technology
which is very different from all the previous technologies. Thanks to up-to-date software and
robots new informational technologies can make many processes much faster and transmit
information more quickly. It is important today because the quantity of information grows
rapidly.
New informational society has its peculiarities. Firstly, more and more employees work in the
sphere of service and information. Secondly, more and more huge databases appear to collect
and store the information. And finally, information and IT become goods and start playing
important part in the country's economy.
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These processes affect social structures and values.
It becomes important to learn to get new knowledge quickly and sometimes to change your
qualification. IT can first lead to unemployment, but later create even more workplaces
especially for highly qualified professionals. While the hardest work can be performed by
robots and routine calculations by computers, in the future people with the most creative mind
and numerous fresh ideas will get better career chances.
On one hand technology development gives more access to professional and cultural
information and leads to new forms of individual enterprises. But on the other hand there is a
danger of total control of private life unless special laws are enforced by the government.
Another danger is «intellectual terrorism» when computer viruses block important programs.
There are other directions of technical and scientific progress of today.
One of them is the development of new ecologically clean sources of energy using sun,
gravitation, winds or rain. New kind of transports and new agricultural methods that do not
harm our nature are being developed today.
Breakthroughs in science have led to creation of artificial viruses for new medicines and
products, body organs for transplantation and productive soils for growing vegetables and
crops. Many new materials and technologies are being used in our everyday life.
All these innovations may have influence on our life, social relations and globally on our
Earth.
The influence can be very different: from psychological and health problems of children who
spend too much time online to an opportunity to prevent genetic diseases for future
generations.
But the most difficult problems the humanity faces are global problems.
The first and foremost is ecological problem: pollution of air, water and soil, exhaustion of
natural resources. Renewable natural resources such as oxygen, forests, flora and fauna do not
have enough time to regenerate. This leads to different changes in climate and nature such as
depletion of ozone layer and other things that has not been properly studied by scientists yet.
Other crucial problems include wars, epidemics, and demographic problems.
The only way to solve them is to work globally and in cooperation with other countries. And
here the humanity should find a way to use new technologies for the common good. The
solution of these problems cannot be postponed because otherwise people will have fewer
chances to survive on this planet.

British scientists and inventors

Science has been a driving force behind the evolution of the modern world. British scientists have
made immense contribution to the different fields including physics and biology.
Isaac Newton is considered by many to be one of the most influential scientists of all time and a key
figure in the scientific revolution. He developed the theory of colour, studied the speed of sound and
formulated the laws of motion and universal gravitation (published in 1687), which dominated
scientific view of the physical universe for the next three centuries.
The main discoveries of Michael Faraday (1791 -1867) include those of electromagnetic induction
and electrolysis.
Charles Darwin introduced his revolutionary theory of evolution in his book 'On the Origin of
Species' published in 1859. It changed the way the world look at the creation of life.
Many English inventors of the present and of the past literally changed our world.
Steam engine constructed by a Scottish inventor and engineer James Watt (1736 - 1819) was
fundamental to the changes brought by the Industrial Revolution in both his native Great Britain
and the rest of the world.
The first mechanical computer created by a mathematician and philosopher Charles Babbage (1791-
1871) eventually led to more complex designs.
But the computer we know today would not be possible without a pioneering British computer
scientist Alan Turing. During the Second World War this mathematician and his team were
successful in deciphering the German coding machine 'Enigma’.
If Babbage is considered by some to be a «father of the computer», Turing is widely declared to be
the father of theoretical computer science and artificial intelligence.
And the author of undoubtedly one of the most revolutionary inventions of the 20th century - the
World Wide Web (WWW), - is another British Computer Scientist Sir Tim Berners-Lee (born in
1955). In 2004, Berners-Lee was knighted by Queen Elizabeth Il for his pioneering work.
Some of the discoveries and invention of these scientists have inspired some people to take up
science as a career. The list of British scientist and their contribution towards science is a long one
and embraces several centuries up to modern days.

Great scientists. Stephen Hawking: the excitement of overcoming difficulties.

In life, each of us has to face difficulties. It can be health problems, social conflicts, lack of money
or even our laziness. And the way we overcome life's turmoil, shape us as individuals. Some people
try to find a way out of such situations; others simply ignore them or avoid problems, and
sometimes solve them at the expense of others. Personally, | respect people who fight for their
right to be happy. Stephen Hawking, an English theoretical physicist, cosmologist, and
astrophysicist, director of research at the Center for Theoretical Cosmology at Cambridge
University, was undoubtedly among such people.

Stephen Hawking was born on January 8, 1942, in a family where both parents were doctors. After
leaving school, Stephen entered Oxford University, where he received a bachelor's degree in 1962.
And in 1966, the young man became one of the first doctors of philosophy at Trinity Hall College
at Cambridge University. The future seemed bright because there were no problems. However,
during this period the symptoms of a terrible disease appeared - amyotrophic lateral sclerosis,
which was developing rapidly, as a result of which the scientist was forever confined to a
wheelchair. But health problems did not stop him from studying outer space and black holes in
particular, and even discovering a phenomenon called "Hawking radiation.” The essence of which
is that a black hole loses more matter than it absorbs, as a result of which it begins to evaporate
and explode.

Despite his physical disability, Stephen Hawking had an active life position. He was convinced
that there should be a peaceful sky above each person’s head, so in 1968, Stephen took part in a
demonstration against the Vietnam War. The war in Iraq in 2003 also aroused the indignation of
the great scientist, he considered it a war crime and therefore supported anti-war activities.
Moreover, Hawking was an active supporter of nuclear disarmament. Also, the great physicist was
not indifferent to the problems of ecology and health care in the UK and openly expressed his
opinion on the pages of the press until the last days of his life. The scientist died on March 14,
2018.

In conclusion, | want to say that the life of Stephen Hawking is an example of how a person can
overcome any obstacles and even physical ailments to do what he loves, make discoveries and
help people around him. We should always remember that we must not give in to difficulties, no
matter how hard they may seem.

I am very busy on my weekdays. My working day begins early in the morning. My studies starts
at 8 o’clock, so I have to get up at 7 to be ready for it. | never wake up myself, my mother always
wakes me up. Sometimes I do my morning exercises, then I rush to the bathroom. I clean my teeth,
wash my face. The cold water makes me feel not so sleepy. Then I go back to my room, make the
bed. I switch on my radio, put on my clothes, comb my hair, put a little makeup. By that time my
breakfast is ready (my mother cooks it for me).

Usually | have six or seven
lessons a day, it lasts till 3 o’clock. After each lesson there is a break, so I can talk to my friends
or eat my sandwich. After classes | go home. First of all, | need to walk my dog. Then | have my
dinner and a little rest.

The teachers give us a lot of homework, so I start doing it about 16.30 or 17.00. As a rule, it takes

me two or three hours to do my home assignments.
My parents get home at about six o’clock. We watch soap operas on TV, have supper together.
We discuss the news, I tell about the lessons and school.

After it, | help my mother to do some work about the house — wash dishes, sweep the floor, clean
the room.
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Twice a week in evenings | play tennis. When | do not go to play tennis, | stay home and watch
TV, listen to the music, read magazines. Sometimes my friends call me and we go for a walk. At
eleven o’clock, tired after a long working day | go to bed and fall asleep.

Favourite sports include football ... horseracing ... and cricket, a traditional English sport. Art
galleries and museums are popular, too. This is the Ashmolean Museum in Oxford. The
Ashmolean is the oldest museum in Britain and has been part of the University of Oxford since
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1683. They have a wonderful collection here including these beautiful sculptures. 200,000
people visit this museum every year. Like many museums in Britain, admission is free

What other places do people like to visit? Almost 3 million people visit Alton Towers every
year. This ride is called Nemesis. And this one is called Oblivion. Then there's Madame
Tussaud's ... the Tower of London... Legoland ... and the London Eye. The London Eye opened
in March 2000 and is one of London's most popular attractions.

But what do the British do at home in their free time? Well, listening to the radio or to CDs is
popular. So is reading. And people spend a lot of time visiting or entertaining their friends and
family. But the most popular activity? You've guessed it. It's watching TV.

Problems of Youth

Life used to be fun for 'teenagers'. They used to have money to spend, and free time to spend it
in. They used to wear teenage clothes, and meet in teenage coffee bars and discos. Some of them
still do. But for many young people, life is harder now. Jobs are difficult to find. There's not so
much money around. Things are more expensive, and it's hard to find a place to live.

Teachers say that students work harder than they used to. They are less interested in politics, and
more interested in passing exams. They know that good exam results may get them better jobs.

Most young people worry more about money than their parents did twenty years ago. They try to
spend less and save more. They want to be able to get homes of their own one day.

For some, the answer to unemployment is to leave home and look for work in one of Britain's big
cities. Every day hundreds of young people arrive in London from other parts of Britain, looking
for jobs. Some find work, and stay. Others don't find it, and go home again, or join the many
unemployed in London. There used to be one kind of teenage fashion, one style, one top pop
group. Then, the girls all wore mini-skirts and everyone danced to the music of the Beatles and
the Rolling Stones.

But now an eighteen-year-old might be a punk, with green hair and chains round his legs, or a
skin head, with short, short hair and right wing politics, or a 'rasta’, with long uncombed hair and
a love for Africa. There's a lot of different music around too. There's reggae, the West Indian
sound, there's rock, there's heavy metal, country and western, and disco. All these kinds of music
are played by different groups and listened to by different fans.

When you read the newspapers and watch the news on television, it's easy to get the idea that
British young people are all unemployed, angry and in trouble.

But that's not true. Three quarters of them do more or less what their parents did. They do their
best at school, find some kind of work in the end, and get married in their early twenties. They
get on well with their parents, and enjoy family life. They eat fish and chips, watch football on
TV, go to the pub, and like reading about pop stars. After all, if they didn't, they wouldn't be
British, would they?

After the steam engine was invented in the early 17th century, various attempts were made to
apply this source of power to self-propelled road vehicles. Early efforts were unsuccessful, except
for those that produced interesting toys such as the machine developed about 1680 by the English
scientist Sir Isaac Newton, which was propelled by the back pressure of a jet of steam directed to
the rear. The first successful self-propelled road vehicle was a steam automobile invented in 1770
by the French engineer Nicolas Joseph Cugnot. It was designed to transport artillery, and it ran on
three wheels. In Great Britain the inventors William Murdock and James Watt constructed another
form of automobile in 1781, and in 1784 they produced a model of a wagon that used the power
of a high-pressure, noncondensing steam engine. The British inventor William Symington in 1786
built a working model of a so-called steam carriage.

The first automobile to carry passengers was built by the British inventor Richard Trevithick
in 1801 In December of that year, Trevithick conducted a successful road test of his vehicle, which
carried several passengers, on an open road near his native town, Illogan. His success was due to
the greater efficiency and smaller size of his power unit, which was the first to have the piston
moved by steam at high pressure. Earlier power units had pistons that moved as a result of
atmospheric pressure against the vacuum produced by the condensation of steam. The quantity of
water required for this condensation necessarily precluded the use of these earlier engines for
vehicles. Their bulk and weight relative to the power developed, moreover, were such that they
could not have moved themselves if mounted on a vehicle. Later, Trevithick successfully
embodied his power plant in a locomotive for rails. He is considered the founder of both road and
rail automotive transportation. In the United States, the inventor Oliver Evans obtained the first
patent on a steam carriage in 1789. In 1803 he built a self-propelled steam dredge, which is
regarded as the first self-propelled vehicle to operate over American roads. Improvement in the
steam engine and in vehicles continued, especially in England, and by 1830 steam coaches were
in regular daily use to transport passengers over English roads. Starting in 1831, however,
restrictive legislation in England forced the steam coaches off the roads, and by 1860 development
of self-propelled vehicles virtually ceased. In France and Germany, meanwhile, attention turned
to the development of the internal-combustion engine.

There are many national holidays in Russia, when people all over the country do not work and
have special celebrations. The major holidays are: New Year's Day, Women's Day, May Day,
Victory Day, and Independence Day.

The first holiday of the year is New Year's Day. People see the new year in at midnight on the 31st
of December. They greet the new year with champagne and listen to the Kremlin chimes beating
12 o'clock.

There are lots of New Year traditions in Russia. In every home there is a New Year tree glittering
with coloured lights and decorations. Children always wait for Father Frost to come and give them
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a present. Many people consider New Year's Day to be a family holiday. But the young prefer to
have New Year parties of their own.

A renewed holiday in our country is Christmas. It is celebrated on the 7th of January. It's a religious
holiday and a lot of people go to church services on that day.

Non-official "Men's Day" is the 23d of February, it is a public holiday called "The Homeland
Defenders Day". All men in Russia are liable for call-up (including reservists), so they all are
celebrities. On this day women usually give men small gifts.

On the 8th of March we celebrate Women's Day when men are supposed to do everything about
the house and cook all the meals. This is pretty nice — at least once a year women can take a break
and forget about all those dishes, cooking, kids, take a magazine and relax on a coach.

The 1st of May is the Day of Labour. During Soviet time there were huge demonstrations on this
day, as everybody was obliged to show his loyalty to the state; now only communists organize
meetings on this date.

The greatest national holiday in our country is Victory Day. On the 9th of May, 1945, the Soviet
Army and its allies completely defeated the German fascists and the Second World War and the
Great Patriotic War ended. A magnificent memorial on Poklonnaya Gora has been built to
commemorate the Victory. Many veterans take part in the military parade and lay wreaths on the
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Radio and television broadcast popular war songs. A lot of guests
from different countries of the . world come to Moscow to participate in the celebrations.
Independence Day is anew holiday in our country. On the 12th of June, 1992, the first President
of Russia was elected.

The 1st of September is the Day of Knowledge — it's the beginning of a school year. Children go
to schools with flowers for teachers, there are meetings before the classes start.

The 12th of December — the Constitution Day. This day the first Constitution of the Russian
Federation was adopted in 1993 (previous Constitutions were all Soviet Unions).

Russians love to celebrate. We adopted the Western holidays such as St. Valentine, and Halloween.
We also appreciate Chinese New Year, Muslim and Jewish holidays, as Russians are very tolerant
to other religions.

We also celebrate Easter and lots of professional holidays which are not public holidays and banks,
offices and schools do not close.

The political system of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is a parliamentary monarchy.
The Queen, Elizabeth 11, is the head of the State. But, in practice, the UK is ruled by the elected
government with Prime-Minister at the head. The power of the Queen is limited by the parliament.
The official residence of the Queen in London is the Buckingham Palace.

The main political parties are: the Conservative Party and the Labor Party. The Liberal Party
is on the third place. The party that has won the majority during the elections to the House of
Commons is the leading Party. It forms the Government and the other party forms the official
Opposition.

The legislative branch of power is realized by the British Parliament. The British
Parliament has existed since 1256 and is the eldest parliament in the world. It consists of two
Houses: the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The House of Lords has no fixed number
of members (over 1000 members). It consists of Lords Spiritual and Lords Temporal. Lords
Spiritual are Archbishops, most senior bishops of the Church. They serve as long as they occupy
their positions in the Church. Lords Temporal are Life Peers, Hereditary Peers, Law Peers. They
serve for life. The House of Lords is not elected by the people. The House of Commons consists
of 659 members. It is a nation-wide representative body which is elected by the people at a general
election not less frequently than once in 5 years.

The executive branch of power is realized by the Government: the Prime-Minister, the
Cabinet and the Government Departments. After the general election the Queen appoints the head
of the government — the Prime Minister. As a rule, the Prime Minister is a leader of the political
party that has won the election and has a majority in the House of Commons. The Prime Minister
appoints the ministers to compose the Government. Government is responsible to the Parliament.
The Cabinet consists of 20 Secretaries of State. They are heads of the Government Departments.
These Secretaries are appointed by the Prime-Minister. There are 20 Government Departments in
the UK: Foreign and Commonwealth Office, Education Department, Department for Health, etc.
At present the Prime-Minister of the UK is David Cameron. He is the leader of the Conservative
Party. The official residence of the Prime-Minister is Downing Street, 10 in London.

The Supreme Court, the Court of Appeal, the High Court of Justice, the Crown Court, the
Subordinate Courts compose the judicial branch of power. Subordinate Courts (Magistrate’s
Courts and County Courts) are local Courts of Justice. There are the High Court of Justice and the
Crown Court. The High Court of Justice deals with civil cases. The Crown Court deals with
criminal cases. The Court of Appeal deals with appeals from the High Court of Justice and the
Crown Court. The House of Lords is presented in the Supreme Court by 3 Lords. They are
operating as a committee of the House of Lords.

A constitution is the basic law of any state. The main elements of the constitution are
definitions of the legislature, the executive and the judiciary. The state government comprises all
three in general. The constitution of the UK is the sum of laws and principles that concerns both
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the relationship between the individual and the state, and the functioning of the legislature, the
executive and the judiciary. Great Britain has an unusual constitution. It is partly unwritten and
consists of:

1. The laws passed in Parliament (acts of Parliament). The first document was Magna Carta;

2. Common Law —decision made by judges in the past;

3. Various unwritten conventions
All these things can be changed at any time by new acts of Parliaments. The bills are among the
most important sources of the constitution. Many British constitutional conventions are ancient in
origin. One of the most well-known and important constitutional documents is “Bill of Rights”.
It was adopted in 1689 and it was an act declaring the Right and Liberties of the Subject and setting
the Succession of the Crown. It is affective nowadays

Political System of the USA

The United States of America is a federal republic consisting of 50 states. Each state has
its own government («state government*). In some ways the United States is like 50 small
countries.

The government of the USA act according to the Constitution which was signed by the
first thirteen representatives of thirteen original American states in 1787. The document was
written in 1787 and since that time twenty six Amendments have been added. The first ten
Amendments were simply rights or the Bill of rights. According to the Constitution the USA
is a republic. So, the officials of any rank are elected by US citizens. Every citizen has rights
which can not be violated.

The Constitution proclaims a federal system of government which keeps both the states
and the federal power from getting too much power. It means that the federal government is
given certain powers, for example, to make peace or war, to issue money and to regulate the
trade and so on.

The federal power is located in Washington, D.C. It is based on legislative, executive and
juridical branches of power.
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The legislative power is vested in Congress, which consists of two houses: the Senate and
the House of Representatives, There are 435 members in the House of Representatives and
100 senators in Congress. Each state elects two members for the Senate.

The executive branch is headed by the President who is assisted by the Vice President. The
President enforces federal laws, serves as commander-in-chief of the Armed Forces. The
President can veto a bill unless Congress by a two-thirds vote shall overrule him. The Vice
President, elected from the same political party as the President, acts as chairman of the
Senate, and in the event of the death of the President, assumes the Presidency. The President
of the USA is chosen in nationwide elections every 4 years together with the Vice.-President.
The President can not be elected for more than two terms. The Cabinet is made up of
Department Secretaries. The most important of them is the Secretary of State, who deals with
foreign affairs.

The judicial branch is made up of Federal District Courts, 11 Federal Courts and the
Supreme Court. Federal judges are appointed by the President for life.

Federal courts decide cases involving federal law, conflicts between citizens of different
states.

Constitution has been amended twenty six times. The Bill of Rights guarantees individual
liberties: freedom of word,» religion and so on. Later amendments abolished slavery, granted
the vote to women and colour people and allowed citizens to vote at the age of 18.

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The first geometrical knowledge was originated from the practical needs of people in ancient times.
People measured distances, made straight spears and arrows, compared their length, etc.

Farming and constructing played a very important role in the development of geometry. People
worked out the new rules of comparing figures, calculating some geometrical values and volumes
and the rules necessary for the construction of buildings.

Fords assembly lines didn't always manufacture cars. In early 1941 the Ford was granted
government contracts whereby he was to manufacture parts for bombers and later, the entire
airplane. He launched the construction of a huge plant at Willow Run, Michigan. By the end of
the War, the plant had manufactured more than 8000 planes.

Ford's philosophy was one of economic independence for the United States. He believed in the
global expansion of his company. He believed that international trade and cooperation led to
international peace, and he used the assembly line process and production of the Model T to
demonstrate it.

He opened Ford assembly plants in Britain and Canada, in Germany and Italia, in Australia,
India, and France, and by 1929, he had successful dealerships on six continents.

In 1929, Ford made an agreement with the Soviets to provide technical aid over nine years in
building the first Soviet automobile plant (GAZ) near Ford sent his engineers and technicians to
the Soviet Union to help install the equipment and train the working force, while over a hundred
Soviet engineers and technicians were stationed at Ford's plants in Detroit and Dearborn "for the
purpose of learning the methods and practice of manufacture and assembly in the Company's
plants.” By 1932, Ford was manufacturing one third of all the world's automobiles.

Mamin
was one of the pioneers in Russian internal combustion engines.
